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Preface
“Be silent before me, you islands! Let the nations renew their strength! Let them come forward and speak; let us meet together at the place of judgment.” Isaiah 41:1

“Those whom I love I rebuke and discipline. Be earnest, and repent. Here I am! I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me.” Revelation 3:19-20

“In fact, though by this time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you the elementary truths of God’s word all over again. You need milk, not solid food! Anyone who lives on milk, being still an infant, is not acquainted with the teaching about righteousness. But solid food is for the mature, who by constant use have trained themselves to distinguish good from evil.” Hebrews 5:12-14

I am talking to the generations who are yet to come. I am neither surprised nor frightened if my generation is neither able nor willing to accept what I am giving them. You the next generations, do not make the same mistakes as your fathers did. You do not walk on the same way as your ancestors did. You do not live in pride and selfishness as your parents did. You do not be like those whom you are laughing at now. My generation laughs at the ways their parents lived, yet, they do not think that their children will do the same to them.

You the next generations, will read these lines when I am no more among you; nor will any of these people who are living at my age. Where are your forefathers? Where are their prophets? Both your forefathers and their messengers are gone. What has remained is God and His voice. You too will go and those who are around you. But, God’s words and presence will live here eternally.

The people of my age do not accept what I am giving them. The very same people, however, are laughing at those who did not accept former messengers. They wish if they were at the time of their former messenger so that they could join and help him. They are so blind that do not see the same words coming from another person’s lips. God knows that these people are those who would deny Zoroaster, Buda, Moses, Jesus, Mohammad, Bahaullah and other messengers if they had the chance to live at their time.
You the next generations, do not follow the same blindness. You will have the power to separate good fruit from the bad. All you will need to do is to open your heart. You do not fight each other for the sake of trees. Look for the fruit. The tree is good if it bears good fruit. 

You the next generations, wash your robe and do not put the new wine into the old jar. You will receive the new wine when the time is right. When the time comes, do not think like your fathers. When the time comes, open your heart and plant the tree into your heart if it has good fruit. This is the key to know the fruit. The tree should bear fruit that tastes peace and love, and offers helping hand to everybody. Any fruit that tastes hatred and self-centeredness, focuses on the name of a person, aims at gathering people as a group or a religion, and does not put God in the center of attention is not worthy of attention. 
The Reminded Way has introduced a new era in knowing and obeying God. Man-God relation is personal. Therefore, any future attempts in establishing a congregation, under any name, should be discarded. Do not pick the fruit of such trees and they will fall down one after another involuntarily. The fruit of such trees will be eaten by cows, worms, other animals, or will be trampled under the feet of the gardeners; and the branches of such trees, when they receive no attention, will dry very soon.
The truth of all religions is that they all come from one source and they introduce one fruit. That one source is the only God and that fruit is love. The people in different countries, on different lands, have used different names for this only source. 
No messenger has stood against the other one. This is a pity that the followers of messengers stand against each other. The followers of Jesus, for example, stand against the followers of Muhammad, and the followers of Moses stand against the followers of Jesus, and so on. They do this because they have established an organization and they want to protect their organization against others. They have changed the first love of their messengers into worldly visions, worldly intentions, and worldly desires. The messengers have taught people to love and help others. They say if you love others, and if you help others, you are with God. When you are with God, you are saved. You can see this message in Islam, in Christianity, in Buddhism, in Zoroastrianism, in Bahai, or in any other religion. The main fruit is this. However, the problem is that I seek God through my messenger, you seek God through your messenger, and they seek God through their messenger. Then comes the idea of my God, your God, and their God. Then religious chaos appears. People stand against each other; people kill each other for one source.
We still remember what happened in Europe during the Middle Ages under the name of Jesus. We remember what has happened in many Islamic countries under the name of Islam. Under the name of a prophet who said, “The closest to God is the most righteous one”. The prophet did not say, “The closest to God are those who believe in me”. 

Jesus had already introduced the righteous ones. According to him, those who love others, those who help others, those who protect others are righteous and will be saved (Mathew 25:31-46). You see, there is a harmony in their words. Bible says, “If you have such a faith that moves the mountains but you do not have love, your faith is dead (1 Corinthians 13)”. If you go through other religions, you will see the same.

The main theme of all these words is love. Love does not need education. Not all mothers are literate. Not all mothers are educated enough to understand the philosophy of love. Not all mothers can explain love and fellowship. However, all mothers love their children. Love does not need academic education. Love does not need organization. Love does not need philosophical concepts of the books. You can love without being able to explain love.

This is a pity that the followers of great messengers of the world have reached an impasse. Each one is looking for a way to discard the other one. Each religion is trying to cut out the other one. They all do this under one name and that name is the one God. They have made their messenger a barrier behind whom lots of people are crowded instead of climbing to the top. These messengers have come to show people how to climb to the top. Nevertheless, people are fighting each other in the valley. I say this guide or this messenger can take you to the top. You say that guide can take you to the top. The other person says his messenger can take you to the top. The result is that we are fighting; we are killing each other down in the valley. If you reached the top and looked at the people down in the valley, you would feel sorry for this people. You would see hatred, wars, and bloodshed. All of them claim to know the way. But all of them are down in the valley. None of them is climbing to the top. They have turned their guide, their messenger into a barrier behind whom they are fighting, they are killing each other.
This is the question: which messenger is reliable? Which messenger has come from God? I give you three choices and you will have the right to choose.
1- The first option is that all messengers are liars. They have not been in touch with God. They just pretend that they have touched one supernatural power. They just pretend that they have brought a message from God but, in reality, their message is from their own. They have tried to become famous, rich, to have followers, and so on. 

If this is the case, their words must vanish and fade away in history. Their words should expire.
If you looked at newspapers and daily speeches throughout the world, you would see that hundreds, thousands, or millions of speeches are delivered on each single day. However, almost all of them fade away in history. They are subject to expiration. But if you looked at the words of the messengers, you would see that their words are not expired in thousands of years and they will not expire in future. Therefore, this option cannot be true that messengers are liars. I encourage all of you to read the words of different messengers and you will come to this conclusion that they have touched a supernatural power.

2- The second option is that God must be crazy. 

Such a God who had sent Zoroaster and then later sent Muhammad to stand against Zoroaster; such a God who had sent Moses and then later sent Jesus to stand against Moses must be crazy. Such a God loves tension. Such a God loves bloodshed. Such a God enjoys putting people against each other. Such a God loves to play with people. Or maybe, such a God does not know what to do. Whatever the reason is, such a God is not worthy of praise, for sure. He is not worthy of being called our God. He has sent several messengers by himself to bring disorder and to encourage people to stand against each other. Such a God is crazy.
3- The third option is that neither messengers are liars nor God is crazy. In this case, all messengers have touched a supernatural power. They have been revealed to bring God’s words. God is the same God who has sent these messengers. 
Now, here is the question: if God is not crazy and if the messengers are not lying, why and under whose authority the followers of these messengers are standing against each other, are insulting each other, and are killing each other?  Who has given them such an authority? Where does the problem come from?

If you go through this, you will see that the problem does not come from God; neither does it come from messengers. No messenger has denied the former one. No messenger insulted the previous one. Therefore, the root of the problem is in the followers of each messenger. The followers of each messenger have established an organization. To keep such an organization safe, they have to stand against others. They are shopkeepers and businesspersons. They are making money with the name of their messengers. If Muhammad himself rose again today, his own followers would kill him. If Jesus himself rose again today, his own followers would kill him. The same would happen to other messengers.
Now, let us deal with a couple of religions. I am starting with Christianity. God has put His power in me to reveal His words. In His name, I begin my holy duty.
Think not that I am standing against Jesus. He is of me and I am of him. Those who have a message from God are from God and have one source in common. 
Jesus, you are my witness and you know that I am revealing your words to the blind. You know that I am doing my duty as I am supposed to do. Let the world find the bad fruit on me, if any, and discard me. Let the world call me ‘out of his mind’ as they called you so. Let the people enjoy the good fruit that will open their heart. Jesus, you are my witness that I am helping those who have eyes but do not see; I am helping those who have ears but do not hear. Jesus, you know that I am with you to help people wash their robe and join the light. Jesus, you know how deeply we love each other. Let those who call themselves your ambassadors see you as you are and not as they want you to be. Let the world renew their recognition and know you as you revealed yourself to them. Jesus, you know that the One who sent you has given me this holy duty to accomplish. Jesus, you are my witness when they call my words blasphemy. In God’s name, I am starting my pleasant duty in love and peace. Let those who love you rejoice in what I am giving them through your words and let the shopkeepers put an end to their worldly intentions. Amen.
Section 1: ‘Just believe and you are saved!’ Is this what Jesus said?
Followers of Jesus, close your heart to what you have received through your teachers and clean yourself from what is put inside you. Let your heart rejoice in the fresh wine I am giving you now through the scriptures. Let us be a beginner in knowing and loving Jesus. Let us renew ourselves. Do not judge and stand against what I am giving you in the beginning. Do not fall in love sheepishly with what I am giving you now. God is wise and His representatives are of wisdom. Man is the image of God. Therefore, man bears His wisdom hidden in himself. I am here to awaken your wisdom. Do not let your pride and prejudice take you away from the truth. I am here to help you all. Do not feel bad if a child tells you the truth.
O you teachers, you are responsible for what you have been teaching for years. Explore your heart in your quiet time and see what you have done to the scriptures. Look for your motivation and if it is not Godly then look for your destiny in the bible. It will not be difficult for you to find your destiny in the scriptures. One of them is here: Revelation 22:18-19
You teach people that ‘just believe and you are saved’. You feel so safe. You seem to have contract with God and with the next world. If you do, let your followers see your contract. You teach people that ‘forget about action because what saves you is faith in Jesus not action’. You teach people that ‘Jesus is God and has the same power and knowledge as God does’. You teach people that those who do not recognize ‘our Lord Jesus as their only savior’ will not be in the kingdom of God. You call yourself ‘the ambassador of Jesus Christ’ and claim to have the right and power to talk to God on behalf of man. You know yourself as the link between man and God. You teach people that ‘Jesus laid down his life to wash our sins and to set us free from death. So, we are saved if we just believe in him’.
Woe to you if these are not his words. What a life you will have on that day if what you say is not God’s words. Woe to you if you do not believe in what you say. Woe to you if, on that day, Jesus says to you, “Away from me, you evildoers!”  
Do not feel bad if a child is speaking to you so plainly. I give you the references in the bible.

Jesus says, “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my father who is in heaven. Many will say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and in your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?’ then I will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!” Mathew: 7:21-23

You teachers, is it not easier to interpret these verses as they are? How much have you tried to misinterpret such clear words? What is the goal behind such efforts?
I encourage all of you to make yourself humble and explore the verses again.

In the above verses, 

Who are those who can do miracles in Jesus’ name? Are they common people? Are they those who do not believe in Jesus? 

These verses tell us that they are those who believe in his name. For sure, they are not common people since they are big enough to do miracles in his name. Yet, Jesus will call them ‘evildoers’!
Why would Jesus say this if ‘just believe and you are saved’ were true? 
In the above verses, the standard Jesus introduces is based on ‘action’. Look at these two words, ‘does’ and ‘evildoers’. 

Jesus says, ‘only those who do the will of my father are saved’. It was much easier for him to say, ‘only those who believe in my name are saved’. Nevertheless, he has chosen the word ‘do’ that reflects action.
Besides, he says ‘the will of my father’. As you see, according to Jesus, what is important is ‘the father’s will’ not his own will. Jesus has put God in the center of attention.
In verse 23, he could say ‘evil believers’ or similar phrases for ‘evildoers’. However, he has used ‘evildoers’ that reflects ‘action’.

Now, let me give you the clearest example that has been ignored in some 2000 years.
Jesus laid down his life for people. 
What did he do?
He “laid down his life”, which is an action. He took action to accomplish his mission. Have you ever noticed this simple truth?
So, what is his standard? 
According to Jesus, who is saved?

Let us go to the parable of ‘The Sheep and the Goats’ in Mathew 25:31-46
“When the son of man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, he will sit on his throne in heavenly glory. All the nations will be gathered before him, and he will separate the sheep from the goats. He will put the sheep on his right and the goats on his left.

“Then the king will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my father; take your inheritance, the kingdom prepared for you since the creation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you came to visit me.’
“Then the righteous will answer him, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you something to drink? When did we see you a stranger and invite you in, or needing clothes and clothe you? When did we see you sick or in prison and go to visit you?’

“The king will reply, ‘I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me.’

“Then he will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was hungry and you gave me nothing to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me nothing to drink, I was a stranger and you did not invite me in, I needed clothes and you did not clothe me, I was sick and in prison and you did not look after me.’

“They also will answer, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?’

“He will reply, ‘I tell you the truth, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me.’
“Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.”
Clear standard, isn’t it? 
I wonder how one could misinterpret such clear words! How naive and blind people must have been!
This is the standard Jesus has introduced. 
Those who feed others, those who look after strangers or prisoners, and those who clothe the needy are called righteous and will have eternal joy at God’s presence.

Those who do not do these things are cursed and evildoers and will face eternal punishment.
Therefore, the mission is clear. Love and help each other if you want to be saved, as Jesus says. 

Who has given you this mission? Jesus.
Only Jesus?
Look in all other messengers’ words and you will see all these things in common. In the meantime, however, let us see the bible first. We will deal with some other messengers later when the right time comes.
Let us see some more examples if you are still serious that ‘just believe and you are saved’ is the final word.
Turn with me to James 2:14-17

“What good is it, my brothers, if a man claims to have faith but has no deeds? Can such faith save him? Suppose a brother or sister is without clothes and daily food, If one of you says to him, “Go, I wish you well; keep warm and well fed,” but does nothing about his physical needs, what good is it? In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead.”
As you see, the bible says your faith is dead if it is not accompanied by action. 

So, what leads to salvation? Just faith?
Let me give you more if you are not satisfied.
Please turn with me to Ephesians 4:5-7

“For of this you can be sure: No immoral, impure or greedy person – such a man is an idolater – has any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of such things God’s wrath comes on those who are disobedient. Therefore do not be partners with them.”

According to bible, ‘such a person’ does not have any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. How could it be if faith alone could save you?
Please go to 1 John 3:18

“Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth.”

Now, let us read the whole paragraph (1 John 3:16-20)

“This is how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid down his life for us. And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers. If anyone has material possessions and sees his brother in need but has no pity on him, how can the love of God be in him? Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth. This then is how we know that we belong to the truth, and how we set our hearts at rest in his presence whenever our hearts condemn us. For God is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything.”

Be careful! God knows everything! Don’t forget that ‘this is how we know that we belong to the truth’.
If you want to know whether you belong to the truth or not, read the above verse again!
According to what the Christian teachers teach, those who accept Jesus as their only savior are called ‘children of God’. 
As you see, the above verse is for ‘children of God’! Be careful children! Do not fall in trap! As you see, there is always possibility to face eternal darkness!
Another example:

“Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows.” Galatians 6:7 

I want to give you another example that says ‘faith without action is doomed to collapse’.
Please turn to Mathew 7:24-27

Jesus says, “Therefore, everyone who hears these words of mine and put them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash.”
Jesus says if you do not put his words into practice, you are foolish and will fall with a great crash, which is frightening. It was much easier for him to say ‘those who do not believe in me will fall with a great crash’.
Do you want more examples?

I am giving you these many references from the bible because I truly know it is difficult for you to believe in my words. Your teachers have taught you different things and it is now difficult for you to believe that I am talking about the same bible. You do not have to believe in my words. You are asked to read your bible again in the way it is talking to you, not in the way your bible teachers have taught you. I am not responsible for your destiny. As the bible says, you will reap what you sow.
Please turn with me to 1 John 3:10

“This is how we know who the children of God are and who the children of the devil are: Anyone who does not do what is right is not a child of God; nor is anyone who does not love his brother.”
I give you one more example. I invite you to read bible again to find lots of verses that say faith without action cannot save you.

“Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to destruction, and many enter through it. But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a few find it.” Mathew 7:13-14.
Billions of Christians have come and gone in two thousand years. For sure, they could not be called ‘a few’ if all of them were already saved.

Jesus is my witness that what I am giving you belongs to him. I thank God to have given me such a difficult yet pleasant duty to accomplish. May those who seek God open their eyes and know the truth as it is coming to them. Amen.

“Surely you will reward each person according to what he has done.” Psalm 62:12

Section 2: Is Jesus the only way?
“I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the father except through me.” John 14:6-7

We are standing against others to so-called support Jesus mainly based on this verse that our teachers have focused on. Are you sure you have known his words properly?
This is what our teachers teach us: “Jesus did not say, ‘I am a way’. He said, ‘I am the way’.” 
The fact that Jesus is the way to God is absolutely and eternally correct.

However, based on wrong interpretations, you feel you have the right to stand against others since you believe Jesus has plainly announced that he is the only way.

There is no doubt that Jesus is the way to God. Now, let us know this sentence afresh.
Jesus is the way.
To who?

He is the way to the Father (No one comes to the father except through me).

Apparently, Jesus is not the final destination. He is clearly announcing that he is the way to the father who is: 

1- Greater than him 
(John 10:29, My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand. Also, John 13:16, I tell you the truth, no servant is greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. King James version: Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him. Also, John 14:28, for the Father is greater than I). You may find more references in your bible where Jesus plainly says that he is sent by the father.
2- Has sent him 
(Mathew 10:40, he who receives you receives me, and he who receives me receives the one who sent me. Also, Mathew 15:24, I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel. King James version: But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. [image: image1.wmf]
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3- Knows more than him 
(John 8:28, When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will know that I am the one I claim to be and that I do nothing on my own but speak just what the Father has taught me. Also, Mathew 24:36, No one knows about that day or hour, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father.) As you see in these two verses, the Father knows more than Jesus.
4- Is the only ‘pure good’ 
(Mark 10:18, “Why do you call me good?” Jesus answered. “No one is good - except God alone”.) 
In short, the Father is the final destination. He who reaches the Father has the real life.
Jesus says, “If you love me, you will obey what I command.” John 14:25

What is his command?

“If you obey my commands, you will remain in my love.” John 15:10
What is his command?

“My command is this: love each other as I have loved you.” John 15:12
Also in Mark 12:29-31:
“The most important one,” Jesus answered, “is this: ‘Hear, O Israel, the Lord Our God, the Lord is one. Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.’ The second is this: love your neighbor as yourself.’ There is no commandment greater than these.”

Well-said Jesus! 
Jesus has plainly told you that those who obey his commands will remain in his love. As you clearly see in his commands, he has not put himself in the center of attention, nor has he mentioned that ‘just believe and you are saved’. Do you not think it was easier and more comfortable for him to say ‘if you just believe in me, you will remain in my love’? 
Ask your bible teachers, and they will tell you that even Satan believes that Jesus is from God. So, is Satan saved? 

The commandments Jesus has introduced are eternal. Love, love, and love! So, Jesus will be the way eternally. He is eternal because of the eternal way he has introduced. He is important because of his mission. His mission is to show you the way to the Father. 
Today, let me tell you all that what saves you is ‘love’; neither Jesus nor any other messengers. If messengers saved you all, the heaven were full of people! If believing in Jesus’ name alone could save you, there were billions of people in the heaven already. If this were true, Jesus would never say that only a few would find it (Mathew 7:13-14).

Please kindly note that billions of Christians throughout history could not be called ‘a few’! There should be some problems with English grammar if ‘a few’ meant ‘billions’!
Jesus, you are my witness that I am revealing your words. Let those who have an ear hear what I am giving your people in simple words. You are my witness that I am doing what I am supposed to do so that they will have no more excuses.
Now, let’s face some questions:

Question 1:

What if you do not obey Jesus’ commands?

The answer is clear: you will be cut out (Mathew 7:13-14 Also, Mathew 25:31-46. Also, Mathew: 21-23).
Question 2:

What if another messenger gives you the same commandments, with a little bit different approach? 
Apparently, Jesus has no problems with this. See Mathew 23:2 = “The teachers of the Law and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ sit. So you must obey them and do everything they tell you.” 
Also in Mathew 9:12, Jesus says, “It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick.”

What does it mean?

Jesus is plainly announcing that those who are healthy do not need a doctor. So, you could be saved without a messenger. If you are already doing what a messenger is saying, even if you do not know it by yourself, you are already saved.  

You may also see Mathew 9:13 “For I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners.” 
Jesus has not come for the righteous. Why? “Because the sick need a doctor not the healthy”. Because the righteous are already saved. So, you could be saved without Jesus.
Question 3:

What if a person who has ‘love’ and obeys Jesus’ commands unknowingly, but does not know Jesus personally? For example, what happens to your mom and dad, whom you believe were highly spiritual and good people, but died without having the chance to know Jesus? Or, what happens to those millions of people who lived and died before Jesus?
Question 4:

Should all non-Christians, including those who have ‘love’ and are healthy, face eternal punishment because they have not had the chance to know Jesus?

Could you imagine that the same God who has formed all humankind is already busy burning billions of people in the fire of the hell simply because they do not know Jesus of Nazareth!
What a God! What a love! What a judgment! What a dictatorship! Where is the human right organization?!
Question 5:

You are Christian. So, you are saved, no matter what you do. Therefore, feel free to do anything you like, no matter how evil it is, since God will not deport you from the heaven because of the blood of Jesus. You cannot kill more people than Adolph Hitler killed. He is happily in heaven now because of the blood of Jesus! You will be there too, won’t you?
I raised this question because your bible teachers say, “salvation is a free gift from God because of the blood of Jesus. We can do nothing to earn this salvation. God grants us our salvation when we believe in Jesus. Nothing can take our salvation away since we are already saved by what Jesus did on the cross”.
Jesus is the way. This, however, does not mean that Moses, for example, is not the way. Jesus came to prune the society that had gone far away from the commands of Moses. Jesus believed in Moses as well as in other prophets who came before him. His problem was with those who were teaching in the name of Moses but were really far from Moses’ true commands. 

Therefore, there is another question here:

Question 6:
What if those who are teaching in the name of Jesus follow the example of the Pharisees and the teachers of the Law? Should we follow them sheepishly or should we appreciate and welcome the corrections? 
Do you still remember that church sold heaven to people in the name of Jesus during the Dark Ages? They were teaching in the name of Jesus with the same bible in their hands. Do you still remember Martin Luther? Do you really believe the spiritual dark ages have ended?
The light in my room has all the features to be called ‘light’. Nevertheless, this does not mean that the light in your room is not ‘light’. 

What your teachers do not teach you is that if another messenger proclaims the same mission, he will also be the light. Are you interested in a physical object called ‘lamp’ or you are light-seekers? If you are looking for the light, do not focus on the lamp. If you are interested in the lamp alone, you are not light-seekers; rather, you are shopkeepers! 

Remember that bible also said ‘God is the light and Jesus is the lamp’ (Revelation 21:23 “The city does not need the sun or the moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gives it light, and the Lamb is its lamp”).
My Christian brothers and sisters, Jesus has no problems with Moses or other messengers. His problem is with the followers of the former religion in that area (“I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel.” Mathew 15:24).
To close this section, I invite you all to read the ‘Seven Woes’ again in Mathew and you will see that Jesus has got problems with the hypocrite snakes! What is your problem?
Listen, this is Jesus speaking: “For I tell you, you will not see me again until you say, ‘blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord’. Mathew 23:39.

How many of you have seen him by now? Open up your eyes and smile at the peace. I am giving you his words in the name of the Almighty God.

Seven Woes, Mathew 23:13-39 (NIV Version)
   13“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You shut the kingdom of heaven in men's faces. You yourselves do not enter, nor will you let those enter who are trying to.

   15“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You travel over land and sea to win a single convert, and when he becomes one, you make him twice as much a son of hell as you are. 

   16“Woe to you, blind guides! You say, ‘If anyone swears by the temple, it means nothing; but if anyone swears by the gold of the temple, he is bound by his oath.’ 17You blind fools! Which is greater: the gold, or the temple that makes the gold sacred? 18You also say, ‘If anyone swears by the altar, it means nothing; but if anyone swears by the gift on it, he is bound by his oath.’ 19You blind men! Which is greater: the gift, or the altar that makes the gift sacred? 20Therefore, he who swears by the altar swears by it and by everything on it. 21And he who swears by the temple swears by it and by the one who dwells in it. 22And he who swears by heaven swears by God's throne and by the one who sits on it. 

   23“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You give a tenth of your spices–mint, dill and cummin. But you have neglected the more important matters of the law–justice, mercy and faithfulness. You should have practiced the latter, without neglecting the former. 24You blind guides! You strain out a gnat but swallow a camel. 

   25“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You clean the outside of the cup and dish, but inside they are full of greed and selfindulgence. 26Blind Pharisee! First clean the inside of the cup and dish, and then the outside also will be clean. 

   27“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You are like whitewashed tombs, which look beautiful on the outside but on the inside are full of dead men's bones and everything unclean. 28In the same way, on the outside you appear to people as righteous but on the inside you are full of hypocrisy and wickedness. 

   29“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You build tombs for the prophets and decorate the graves of the righteous. 30And you say, ‘If we had lived in the days of our forefathers, we would not have taken part with them in shedding the blood of the prophets.’ 31So you testify against yourselves that you are the descendants of those who murdered the prophets. 32Fill up, then, the measure of the sin of your forefathers! 

   33“You snakes! You brood of vipers! How will you escape being condemned to hell? 34Therefore I am sending you prophets and wise men and teachers. Some of them you will kill and crucify; others you will flog in your synagogues and pursue from town to town. 35And so upon you will come all the righteous blood that has been shed on earth, from the blood of righteous Abel to the blood of Zechariah son of Berekiah, whom you murdered between the temple and the altar. 36I tell you the truth, all this will come upon this generation. 

   37“O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone those sent to you, how often I have longed to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, but you were not willing. 38Look, your house is left to you desolate. 39For I tell you, you will not see me again until you say, ‘Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.”

Section 3: Is Jesus God?
In this section, we are going to see if Jesus is God with the same power and authority.

Let us deal with this section in a reasoning way. Agree with me if I am right or bring forward your reasons if you think I am wrong.

Bible has clearly mentioned in several places that ‘Jesus is not God.’ 

No son can be his own father. No son has the same age as his father’s. Fathers are older than their sons. We know that God was, is, and will be forever and so is His mission. But the son’s mission has a start point in 2000 years ago.

Please turn with me to Luke 4:1-2
“Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit in the desert, where for forty days he was tempted by the devil.”

Jesus is God. Jesus is tempted. God could be tempted. 

Besides, if God was tempted for forty days, is there any guarantee that He will not be tempted anymore in this life?
Also Luke 4:2

“He (Jesus) ate nothing during those days, and at the end of them he was hungry.”

Jesus is God. Jesus is hungry. God could become hungry.

Luke: 4:5

“The devil led him up to a high place and showed him in an instant all the kingdoms of the world.”

Jesus is God. Jesus is led by the devil. God could be led by the devil.

Luke 4:6-8
And he (the devil) said to him (Jesus), “I will give you all their authority and splendor, for it has been given to me, and I can give it to anyone I want to. So, if you worship me, it will all be yours.”

“Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Worship the Lord your God and serve Him only.’”

Jesus is God. Jesus worships God. God worships and serves another person.

Luke 4:9
“The devil led him (Jesus) to Jerusalem and had him stand on the highest point of the temple.”

Jesus is God. Jesus is led by the devil. God could be led by the devil.
Luke 4:9-12
The devil led him to Jerusalem and had him stand on the highest point of the temple. "If you are the Son of God," he said, "throw yourself down from here. For it is written: 
"'He will command his angels concerning you to guard you carefully; they will lift you up in their hands, so that you will not strike your foot against a stone.' 

Jesus answered, "It says: 'Do not put the Lord your God to the test.'

Jesus is God. Jesus admits God as his Lord and God. God refers to another person as his Lord and God. 

Luke 4:18-19

"The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor."

Spirit is God. Jesus is God. Spirit has anointed Jesus to preach. God has anointed God to preach.
Also grammatically,

“Has anointed” is in present perfect tense.

Present perfect tense: a work that is started in a certain time in the past and has continued up to present. 

Points:

1- Jesus was anointed later when he wanted to start his mission.
2- Jesus was anointed by the spirit. Apparently, spirit has started his mission before Jesus. How could it be if Jesus was God? Bible says, God was, is and will be forever.
3- In bible, it is always God that sends his commands through his spirit to people, including Jesus, like what we see in the verse above. If Jesus is God and has the same power as God does, why is it that Jesus never sends God to do something? In the above verse, why Jesus did not anoint God or the Holy Spirit?
Luke 4:23-24

Jesus said to them, "Surely you will quote this proverb to me: 'Physician, heal yourself! Do here in your hometown what we have heard that you did in Capernaum.'  "I tell you the truth," he continued, "no prophet is accepted in his hometown.”

Jesus is comparing himself with the prophets. He has put himself in the prophets’ category. If you go through the Jesus’ words in all New Testament, you will notice that Jesus is always trying to convince people to accept him as a person sent by God. Unfortunately during his lifetime, the majority of the people did not even accept him as a prophet, which is painful. He never tried to tell people that he was God. Rather, he always tells the people that the God who is greater than him has sent him.
Mathew 15:24
He (Jesus) answered, "I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel."

1- Jesus is God. Jesus is sent by God. God is sent by another person.

2- Jesus is God. God is sent to the people of Israel only. What about other people? Are they already saved? Or, God is the God of Israel only?
His mission, during his lifetime, is limited to one tribe only. His mission is not a worldwide mission. How could it be that God is dealing with one tribe only?

Acts 2:22-23

"Men of Israel, listen to this: Jesus of Nazareth was a man accredited by God to you by miracles, wonders and signs, which God did among you through him, as you yourselves know. This man was handed over to you by God's set purpose and foreknowledge; and you, with the help of wicked men, put him to death by nailing him to the cross.”
Points:

1- Jesus was a man.

2- Jesus was a man who was accredited by God.
3- God did the miracles.

4- God did the miracles through Jesus who was sent by God.
Jesus is God. God did miracles through another God. 
So, this sentence should be correct: Mr. Davis delivered a speech through Mr. Davis! 
There is one possibility here that Mr. Davis the father delivered a speech through Mr. Davis the son. No son is the same, has the same age, or has the same power and capabilities as his father’s. Otherwise, Mr. Davis the son could deliver the same speech through Mr. Davis the father!
Did you get the point? If Jesus had the same power as God’s, he could do the miracles through God.
Once more, please turn with me to Luke 4:18-19

"The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me 
to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor."

This seems to be his mission.

God has sent Jesus.

To do what?

1- To preach good news. 

What is the good news?

A- Love saves you
B- The teachers of the law have gone far from the original message of Moses. So, God has sent a new person to help people. This is great news to know that God has sent somebody to prune the society. He expands the Law of Moses by removing the heavy yoke of ‘religious rules’ used as tools in the hands of teachers of the Law.
2- To proclaim freedom for the prisoners.

Jesus never attacked a prison to release a prisoner. So, who are the prisoners he has been sent for and what is the freedom he is talking about? 

The prison is the religious yoke imposed by religious teachers on people and the prisoners are those caught in such religious rules introduced by teachers. Jesus did all he could to stand against the religious teachers while he remained loyal to Moses until the end of his mission.
3- Recovery of the sight for the blind.
Who are the blind? Is it just that blind beggar on Jesus’ way to Jerusalem? 

If you asked your bible teachers, they would give you more examples of healing some physical eyes. But, such physical eyes are not what Jesus came for. God had not sent a doctor.
The blind are those who have eyes but do not see; those who have ears but do not hear.

Let us see this in Isaiah 42:18-20

"Hear, you deaf; look, you blind, and see! Who is blind but my servant, and deaf like the messenger I send? Who is blind like the one committed to me, blind like the servant of the LORD
You have seen many things, but have paid no attention; your ears are open, but you hear nothing." 

It is not a bad idea to look for the roots of blindness.
4- To release the oppressed.

Who are the oppressed? Are they those few persons who were lame or blind? Did Jesus come to cure a few physically disabled persons? Had God sent a physician?
The oppressed are those who have been suffering in the hands of the religious teachers and the oppressors are such teachers.

Let us see this in Zephaniah: 3:1-5

“Woe to the city of oppressors, 
       rebellious and defiled! 

    She obeys no one, 
       she accepts no correction. 
       She does not trust in the LORD, 
       she does not draw near to her God. 

     Her officials are roaring lions, 
       her rulers are evening wolves, 
       who leave nothing for the morning. 

     Her prophets are arrogant; 
       they are treacherous men. 
       Her priests profane the sanctuary 
       and do violence to the law. 

    The LORD within her is righteous; 
       he does no wrong. 
       Morning by morning he dispenses his justice, 
       and every new day he does not fail, 
       yet the unrighteous know no shame.” 

The city described here is the city of ‘Religions’. Explore ‘Jerusalem’, ‘the city’, and ‘Israel’ in different verses and you will see that ‘the city’ stands for ‘religion’ in many verses in bible. The teachers are the oppressors and the people, in the hands of such teachers, are the oppressed.
Jesus came to save the oppressed. For God’s sake, do not make another city of oppression on his teachings. 
God will destroy such arrogant cities one day. Then, the oppressed will be released. On that day, people will be in direct contact with the God of all.
5- To proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.
What is the favor?

The religious teachers have turned the Law of Moses into a tool in their hands to rule over their nation. Now the Lord has sent a new messenger to free people from such teachers. This is a big favor God is doing to people. People should celebrate such a favor.
For those of you who think that the above-mentioned verses refer to the time when Jesus was living as a man on the earth, I would like to present some other verses from the book of Revelation that has happened after the Crucifixion of Jesus.

Please turn with me to revelation 1:5-6
“To him who loves us and has freed us from our sins by his blood, and has made us to be a kingdom and priests to serve his God and Father”
Jesus is God. He, however, is making people a kingdom to serve his God. God is working for another person. God has a God!
Revelation 3:2

“Wake up! Strengthen what remains and is about to die, for I have not found your deeds complete in the sight of my God.”
Points:

A- Jesus is not very happy with the deeds (action) of his followers.

B- Your deed is not complete in the sight of my God. 
Jesus is God. God calls another person ‘my God’. God has a God. 

He is judging people’s deeds from God’s point of view not based on his own standards.
You see how loyal Jesus is to the One who has sent him. After his Crucifixion, he is still calling God ‘my God’.
Revelation 3:5

“He who overcomes will, like them, be dressed in white. I will never blot out his name from the book of life, but will acknowledge his name before my Father and his angels.”
How humble you are Jesus! 

Still now, he is giving full credits to his father and his father’s angels. 
Revelation 2:7
“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who overcomes, I will give the right to eat from the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God.”
Points:

1- Overcome what? Nothing is remained to overcome if faith alone could save you.

2- The tree of life is in the paradise of God. God was, is, and will be the owner of everything. 
Isaiah 48:13 “My own hand laid the foundations of the earth, and my right hand spread out the heavens.” 
Also, Isaiah 42:8 = “I am the Lord; that is my name! I will not give my glory to another or my praise to idols.”  
Revelation 2:18

“To the angel of the church in Thyatira write: These are the words of the Son of God, whose eyes are like blazing fire and whose feet are like burnished bronze.”
Son of God. Jesus, you have never said ‘I am God’. You have never focused on yourself. You have sacrificed yourself for the will of God who sent you. You have been so obedient to God. Will you pray for your followers to follow your example?
Revelation 3:12-13
“Him who overcomes I will make a pillar in the temple of my God. Never again will he leave it. I will write on him the name of my God and the name of the city of my God, the new Jerusalem, which is coming down out of heaven from my God; and I will also write on him my new name. He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”
Point 1: 

Here is another example where ‘new city’ means ‘new way’ or ‘new religion’. Bible says, “A new way will come in which people will have only God’s name written on them, not the name of messengers. Such a person will have a new name. This new city and this new name are coming down from God. This city is not a physical city dedicated to one tribe only. This is a city where everybody has only God’s name written on him. Everything will be God’s property. There is no temple in this city as bible says. People are in direct fellowship with their God. There is no need to ask for another person to connect you to God here. Is it not what The Reminded Way is telling you now?
Point 2:

How many times do you want to see Jesus calling God ‘my God’? God never calls another person ‘God’. Is it really hard to understand?
To end this part, I invite you to read the following part more deeply.
Zephaniah 3

“Woe to the city of oppressors, rebellious and defiled! 
She obeys no one, she accepts no correction. She does not trust in the LORD, she does not draw near to her God. 
Her officials are roaring lions, her rulers are evening wolves, who leave nothing for the morning. 
Her prophets are arrogant; they are treacherous men. Her priests profane the sanctuary and do violence to the law. 
The LORD within her is righteous; he does no wrong.  Morning by morning he dispenses his justice, and every new day he does not fail, yet the unrighteous know no shame. 
I have cut off nations; their strongholds are demolished. I have left their streets deserted, with no one passing through. Their cities are destroyed; no one will be left—no one at all. 
I said to the city, 'Surely you will fear me and accept correction!' Then her dwelling would not be cut off, nor all my punishments come upon her.  But they were still eager to act corruptly in all they did. Therefore wait for me," declares the LORD, "for the day I will stand up to testify. I have decided to assemble the nations, to gather the kingdoms and to pour out my wrath on them— all my fierce anger. The whole world will be consumed by the fire of my jealous anger. "Then will I purify the lips of the peoples, that all of them may call on the name of the LORD and serve him shoulder to shoulder. 
From beyond the rivers of Cush, my worshipers, my scattered people, will bring me offerings. On that day you will not be put to shame for all the wrongs you have done to me, because I will remove from this city those who rejoice in their pride. Never again will you be haughty on my holy hill. 
But I will leave within you the meek and humble, who trust in the name of the LORD. 
The remnant of Israel will do no wrong; they will speak no lies, nor will deceit be found in their mouths. 
They will eat and lie down and no one will make them afraid." Sing, O Daughter of Zion; shout aloud, O Israel! Be glad and rejoice with all your heart, O Daughter of Jerusalem! 
The LORD has taken away your punishment, he has turned back your enemy. 
The LORD, the King of Israel, is with you; never again will you fear any harm. 
On that day they will say to Jerusalem, "Do not fear, O Zion; do not let your hands hang limp. 
The LORD your God is with you, he is mighty to save. He will take great delight in you, he will quiet you with his love, he will rejoice over you with singing." "The sorrows for the appointed feasts I will remove from you; they are a burden and a reproach to you.
At that time I will deal with all who oppressed you; I will rescue the lame and gather those who have been scattered. I will give them praise and honor in every land where they were put to shame. 
At that time I will gather you; at that time I will bring you home. I will give you honor and praise among all the peoples of the earth when I restore your fortunes before your very eyes," 
says the LORD
Section 4: Reminder and The Reminded Way in the bible

”I am coming soon. Hold on to what you have, so that no one will take your crown. 12Him who overcomes I will make a pillar in the temple of my God. Never again will he leave it. I will write on him the name of my God and the name of the city of my God, the new Jerusalem, which is coming down out of heaven from my God; and I will also write on him my new name. 13He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. Revelation 3:11-13
Although you should know the good tree from its good fruit, I am presenting you with some bible verses to let you know if the reminder is he who claims to be. This section is not necessary for those who already know, through the reminder’s words, that the reminder is not deceiving people. 

Those who still have doubt about The Reminded Way and what the reminder has given them from the bible, are invited to keep reading. 

Please go to Isaiah 41:25

25 "I have stirred up one from the north, and he comes— 
       one from the rising sun who calls on my name. 
       He treads on rulers as if they were mortar, 
       as if he were a potter treading the clay.”

Your teachers have told you that all these verses that talk about a man who rises from the east are about Cyrus the Great. This is not true in some verses although, in some others, it does refer to Cyrus. 

The above verse is one of them. This verse does not introduce Cyrus. This verse is about a man who calls on God’s name. Cyrus, however, did not acknowledge God although he helped the Jews as predicted. Apparently, Cyrus did not go to war as God’s messenger.
Isaiah 45:4: “For the sake of Jacob my servant, of Israel my chosen, I summon you (Cyrus) by name and bestow on you a title of honor, though you do not acknowledge me.”
This verse refers to Cyrus. He gets the title of honor for what he does for the Jews, yet he does not acknowledge God. So, he cannot be the righteous one who has called on God’s name.
Now, turn with me to Isaiah 42:1-4
1 "Here is my servant, whom I uphold, 
       my chosen one in whom I delight; 
       I will put my Spirit on him 
       and he will bring justice to the nations. 

    2 He will not shout or cry out, 
       or raise his voice in the streets. 

    3 A bruised reed he will not break, 
       and a smoldering wick he will not snuff out. 
       In faithfulness he will bring forth justice; 

    4 he will not falter or be discouraged 
       till he establishes justice on earth. 
       In his law the islands will put their hope." 

Who are these verses about?
The following verses in Isaiah are related to one another: 41:25, 42:1-4, 42:10-13, 42:14-17, 42:18-20, 43:1-7, 43:8-11.

Now, let us see who the bible is talking about in the above verses (42:1-4).
For sure, he is not Cyrus. Why?
Because,
1- Bible is talking about a servant on whom God has put His spirit. 

As we saw earlier, Cyrus does not acknowledge God. God did His will through a man called Cyrus at some points in history. This, however, does not mean that Cyrus was His anointed servant. How could it be that a person who had the spirit of God and was God’s chosen one did not acknowledge God? So, God chose Cyrus as a tool to fulfill His mission, not as an anointed messenger.
2- As you see in the verse 3, he is a person who does not break a bruised reed.

Cyrus was a king who expanded his kingdom from Persia to several other countries. Can a king like Cyrus expand his territory without the power of swords and soldiers and without breaking even a bruised reed (in an absolute peaceful way)? If you read history, you would see that Cyrus attacked other nations to take them under his control. Therefore, the person in the above verses could not be Cyrus.
If it is not Cyrus, who is it then?

The bible teachers should find a name for this person. Since their knowledge is limited and since they should defend their congregation, they introduce Jesus here.

Unfortunately (for these teachers), these verses are not about Jesus either. Why?

As you see in verse 2, this person does not raise his voice in streets; he does not shout in carrying out his mission.

Jesus spent his three years of ministry outside in streets, in marketplaces, or in temples raising his voice to carry out his mission since it was his only weapon of communication on those days. He went from town to town and delivered speeches to bring love to people. So, these verses are not about Jesus either.

Question 1:

How can a person establish justice and do his God-given mission without raising his voice or without attacking other nations? How can he bring hope to the islands in an absolute peaceful way?
To reach people, you have to go out and deliver speeches to let them know you. You have to raise your voice. Otherwise, you cannot fulfill your mission. But Isaiah says that this servant will not raise his voice in streets. Also, he will not use force (A bruised reed he will not break, and a smoldering wick he will not snuff out).

So, how this could be possible?
Something really interesting is predicted by the prophet Isaiah thousands of years ago even though he, most probably, was not aware of this at that time.

Isaiah has predicted “internet”. You are laughing, but this is true. It is through internet that you can reach people of nations without raising your voice in streets.

The reminder is the person who is talking to wide variety of people from across the globe without raising his voice in streets and without attacking other nations to expand his territory. This is an absolute peaceful way to accomplish a God-given mission. Is it not amazing?
Question 2:

Who are the “islands” that have put their hope in this justice? 
To answer to this question, we need to know the characteristics of islands?

The main feature of islands is that they are all surrounded by water. In one sea, the same water that connects different islands separates them also. In short, islands live in water. Islands are connected by the water. Islands are separated by the same water. 

As you see, islands are different religions that are connected in God and are separated by different names or different understandings of the same God. This is the main problem of different religions. Although they are connected in root, they are separated at surface.
Your bible teachers try to find some black spots on ancient maps to convince you that this is the island that such and such verse in the bible is talking about. However, this is not true in most cases. In many verses in the bible, islands refer to different religions.

Please turn with me to Isaiah 42:10
“10Sing to the LORD a new song, 
       his praise from the ends of the earth, 
       you who go down to the sea, and all that is in it, 
       you islands, and all who live in them.”
As you see, God is inviting the islands (religions) to sing a new song. What is this new song? A new name in a new city is singing a new song which gathers all under one name brotherly.

Also,
Isaiah 42:12

“12 Let them give glory to the LORD 
       and proclaim his praise in the islands.”
The glory belongs to God. Give God what belongs to Him. A day will come when people of all religions will focus on one God only. On that day, that will certainly come, people will no more stand against one another because of their religions. They will not live as islanders. They will give God what belongs to God. On that day, no one will ask his neighbor ‘what is your religion?’
Also,

Isaiah 42:7

8 "I am the LORD; that is my name! 
       I will not give my glory to another 
       or my praise to idols.”
Focus on Him and do not replace your father’s idols with your messengers. This is what the bible is telling you if you have an ear to hear. This is the new song for the islanders. People of different religions should gather peacefully under one name and that name is the one God.
We call the ancient people ‘idolaters’ yet we do not know that we ourselves are walking on the same paths as they did. Our problem is that we call a carved piece of wood or stone an idol. Open your eyes. Anything could be an idol. People of different religions have made their messengers an idol. All religions of the world are idolaters yet they do not want to know this. They are focused on a person. They are worshiping their messenger, which is idolatry. How painful it is!

Also,

Isaiah 42:15
”15 I will lay waste the mountains and hills 
       and dry up all their vegetation; 
       I will turn rivers into islands 
       and dry up the pools.” 

The ground under God’s name is flat. All people are equal. There is no monopoly, there is no favoritism.
The religious teachers’ ‘pools’ and ‘vegetations’ will dry up. What the teachers of religions are making will bring no fruit at the end. The people of different islands will be freed from the dogmatic ideas of their teachers. People will be united under one name and that name is the one God. He will put an end to such religious differences and chaos. He will lay waste the mountains and hills. 
Also,
Isaiah 42:16 
”16 I will lead the blind by ways they have not known, 
       along unfamiliar paths I will guide them; 
       I will turn the darkness into light before them 
       and make the rough places smooth.
       These are the things I will do; 
       I will not forsake them.” 

This is the way that you have not known although you have been living in religions for thousands of years. The path seems unfamiliar and strange to you; yet, it will open your eyes and will bring you light in peace. Rough brains will come to know the truth eventually for God is not going to leave His mission unaccomplished.
Also,
Isaiah 42:17
    “17 But those who trust in idols, 
       who say to images, 'You are our gods,' 
       will be turned back in utter shame.”
What a tragic picture! What a tragic loss!
Also,
Isaiah 42:18-19
18 "Hear, you deaf; 
       look, you blind, and see! 

    19 Who is blind but my servant, 
       and deaf like the messenger I send? 
       Who is blind like the one committed to me, 
       blind like the servant of the LORD?”
We claim to be committed believers. Let us open up our eyes to see. Let us open up our ears and we will hear. Bible says that it is possible for even His committed ones to lead a blind life in ignorance. To know the truth could be painful, but what is more painful is to keep on walking blindly on the blind path and forget about the fact that you have come to know that you were wrong.
Also,
Isaiah 42:20-23
”20 You have seen many things, but have paid no attention; 
       your ears are open, but you hear nothing." 

    21 It pleased the LORD 
       for the sake of his righteousness 
       to make his law great and glorious. 

    22 But this is a people plundered and looted, 
       all of them trapped in pits 
       or hidden away in prisons. 
       They have become plunder, 
       with no one to rescue them; 
       they have been made loot, 
       with no one to say, "Send them back." 

    23 Which of you will listen to this 
       or pay close attention in time to come?”
We have seen many things but we have paid no attention. The victims are people who are looted. Their world is destroyed in hatred and their spirituality is gone because of false teachings. They are caught in the prisons made of false preaches. Is it not the right time to set them free?
Jesus says, (Mathew 23:13-15), “[you travel over land and sea to win a single convert, and when he becomes one, you make him twice as mush a son of hell as you are. You shut the kingdom of heaven in men’s face. You yourselves do not enter, nor will you let those enter who are trying to.”]
Who are those whom Jesus is talking about? It seems so close to each one of us.

Isaiah 41:5-7

       the ends of the earth tremble. 
       They approach and come forward; 

    6 each helps the other 
       and says to his brother, "Be strong!" 

    7 The craftsman encourages the goldsmith, 
       and he who smoothes with the hammer 
       spurs on him who strikes the anvil. 
       He says of the welding, "It is good." 
       He nails down the idol so it will not topple.” 

Many may stand firmly together hand in hand against God’s will. Let them try if they want to but, for sure, they will fail. God will not forsake His people. God will not forget His way. He will not give up. Otherwise, he is not a true God. He can tremble the ends of the earth. When tongues are swords you could surely tremble many.
Also,
Isaiah 41:8-11
8 "But you, O Israel, my servant, 
       Jacob, whom I have chosen, 
       you descendants of Abraham my friend, 

    9 I took you from the ends of the earth, 
       from its farthest corners I called you. 
       I said, 'You are my servant'; 
       I have chosen you and have not rejected you. 

    10 So do not fear, for I am with you; 
       do not be dismayed, for I am your God. 
       I will strengthen you and help you; 
       I will uphold you with my righteous right hand. 

    11 "All who rage against you 
       will surely be ashamed and disgraced; 
       those who oppose you 
       will be as nothing and perish.”
Also,
Isaiah 43:10-13
10 "You are my witnesses," declares the LORD, 
       "and my servant whom I have chosen, 
       so that you may know and believe me 
       and understand that I am he. 
       Before me no god was formed, 
       nor will there be one after me. 

    11 I, even I, am the LORD, 
       and apart from me there is no savior. 

    12 I have revealed and saved and proclaimed— 
       I, and not some foreign god among you. 
       You are my witnesses," declares the LORD, "that I am God. 

    13 Yes, and from ancient days I am he. 
       No one can deliver out of my hand. 
       When I act, who can reverse it?" 

Also,
Isaiah 43:1-9
”1 But now, this is what the LORD says— 
       he who created you, O Jacob, 
       he who formed you, O Israel: 
       "Fear not, for I have redeemed you; 
       I have summoned you by name; you are mine. 

    2 When you pass through the waters, 
       I will be with you; 
       and when you pass through the rivers, 
       they will not sweep over you. 
       When you walk through the fire, 
       you will not be burned; 
       the flames will not set you ablaze. 

    3 For I am the LORD, your God, 
       the Holy One of Israel, your Savior; 
       I give Egypt for your ransom, 
       Cush and Seba in your stead. 

    4 Since you are precious and honored in my sight, 
       and because I love you, 
       I will give men in exchange for you, 
       and people in exchange for your life. 

    5 Do not be afraid, for I am with you; 
       I will bring your children from the east 
       and gather you from the west. 

    6 I will say to the north, 'Give them up!' 
       and to the south, 'Do not hold them back.' 
       Bring my sons from afar 
       and my daughters from the ends of the earth- 

    7 everyone who is called by my name, 
       whom I created for my glory, 
       whom I formed and made." 

    8 Lead out those who have eyes but are blind, 
       who have ears but are deaf. 

    9 All the nations gather together 
       and the peoples assemble. 
       Which of them foretold this 
       and proclaimed to us the former things? 
       Let them bring in their witnesses to prove they were right, 
       so that others may hear and say, "It is true." 
I have given you enough references to study. I am not responsible for what you are doing. Try it from now if you are looking for a change.
Please let me end this biblical study with a word of prayer.
Dear God
Let everyone who is godly pray to you while you may be found.
Holy God
Let your unfailing love surround us for we have put our trust in you.
Forgive the guilt of our sins and do not count our sins against us for we obediently confess our transgressions.

We trust in you o righteous God for you alone are our good God. Our times are in your hands. Deliver us from our enemies.

Let the islands put their hope and trust in you. Let them see that you are the One who shaped everything. You are the One who guide the blinds in the ways they have never thought of. You are the One who is greater than what man could ever imagine. Let us wash our robes and put the new wine into new wineskins.
